The Riviera on Vaal Country Club 
 
The luxurious Riviera on Vaal Country Club is located on the banks of the Vaal River in Gauteng 
and it is located a mere 45 minutes drive from Johannesburg, offering both its valuable members 
and guests an array of sporting facilities including squash and tennis courts, snooker tables, darts, a 
9-hole pitch and putt course and the immaculate 18-hole golf course.  
   
The 18-hole golf course is situated along the banks of the magnificent Vaal River and forms part of 
the 5-star Riviera on Vaal Resort. Once you arrive at this excellent Parkland layout on relatively flat 
land, the club and surroundings offer tranquillity and seclusion from the hustle and bustle of city 
life. 
   
The course is an 18-hole par 72 with a course rating of 71 for men and 71 for women. A flood-lit 9-
hole par 3 Pitch and Putt course lies next to the 18th hole. 
   
Taking in sweeping views of the Vaal River from the historic club house at sunset, designed by the 
legendary Herbert Baker, is an experience to remember. Coupled with this, is the warm hospitality 
and friendliness of the people of the Vaal Triangle, as well as our highly trained staff who cater to 
your every need. The course itself boasts bent grass greens with Cynodan/Kikuya fairways and tees. 
There are many different and unusual holes, where the added feature of water attractions come into 
play. 
  
The Vereeniging Country Club is one of the finest clubs of its kind in the country. Until 1938, 
Vereeniging’s golfers who did not belong to Maccauvlei Golf Course played on a nine-hole veld 
course, the greens consisting of circles of Kimberley blue sand. In 1936 The Vereeniging Estate, 
Limited, of which Mr. Louis Marks and Mr. Teddy Marks were Chairman and Deputy Chairman 
respectively, decided to lay out a championship course on the Transvaal bank of the Vaal River.  
Mr. Hugh Allison, a British golf course architect, was engaged for the job. The Vereeniging Country 
Club was formed on the 20th of September 1937. The club’s first committee was elected and in 
March 1938, the total membership was 142.  A year later the total membership had reached 356. 
The first ladies committee was elected on 13th February, 1940. The legendary Bobby Locke played 
the course regularly and included the signature 14th hole in his personal “perfect” golf course.  
 
The Riviera on Vaal Country Club was officially taken over by the Zorgvliet Group on the  
7th February 2005. The Riviera on Vaal Country Club (originally known as the Vereeniging 
Country Club) dates back to 1937 and has had an eventful and colourful history, having developed 
from the home of a millionaire into one of the finest clubs of its kind in the country. It was 
originally intended that the course should be one of the amenities of the then Riviera Hotel, but 
this idea had to be abandoned because of the restrictions imposed by the liquor laws of the land.

Zorgvliet Wines 
Zorgvliet wines are available at the Zorgvliet estate and other 5-star destinations in the Zorgvliet 
Portfolio, including Ka'Ingo Private Reserve & Spa in the Limpopo Province and the Riviera on 
Vaal Hotel & Country Club in Vereeninging, as well as selected trade outlets.    
       
Sauvignon Blanc 
This varietal is found in many of the great wine growing regions of the world. The Sauvignon 
Blanc grape traces its origins to western France in the Loire Valley of Bordeaux Regions. At some 
point in the 18th century, the vine paired with Cabernet Franc to parent the Cabernet Sauvignon 
vine in Bordeaux.  Depending on climate, Sauvignon can range from aggressively grassy to sweetly 
tropical. 
 
Chardonnay 
Chardonnay produces a diverse spectrum of wines. Flavours can be described as buttery, creamy, 
nutty, smoky and steely. Fruits often noted in the wines are apples, lemon and melon. 
 
Chenin Blanc 
Chenin blanc is a variety of white wine grape from the Loire region of France. Its high acidity 
means it can be used to make everything from sparkling wines to well-balanced dessert wines, 
although it can produce very bland, neutral wines if the vine's natural vigour is not controlled. 
Outside the Loire it is found in most of the regions; it is the most widely planted variety in South 
Africa, where it is also known as Steen. 
 
Viognier 
This cultivar originates from the northern Rhone valley. Viognier wines are well-known for their  
floral aromas, due to terpenes which are also found in Muscut and Rieseling wines. These wines are 
usually wooded. Aging these wines will often yield a very crisp drinking wine. The colour and the 
aroma of the wine suggest a sweet wine but Viognier wines are predominantly dry. 
 
Semillon 
Along with Sauvignon Blanc and Muscadelle, Semillon is one of only three approved white wine 
varieties in the Bordeaux region. The grape is also often used as the base for sweet wines such as 
those in Sauternes and Barsac. 
 
Rosé 
A Rosé (From French: "Rosé", Pinkish) is a type of wine that has some of the colour typical of a 
red wine, but only enough to turn it pink. The pink colour can range from a pale orange to a vivid 
near-purple, depending on the grapes and winemaking techniques 
 
Sparkling Wine 
Following the model of Champagne, sparkling wines are made throughout the world. The best of 
them use the method with a second fermentation occurring in the bottle. The wines are crisp, 
lively, and full of apple and yeasty bread scents. 
 



 

 

Champagne 
French champagne is without question, the finest sparkling wine mde in the world. Champagne is 
the name of the wine region located about 90 miles northeast of Paris. Champagne can contain up 
to three different grapes: Chardonnay, and the red grapes Pinot Noir Meunier. Champagnes 
combine the complexities of fine grapes grown in some of the best vineyards in France with the 
intricate subtleties of yeast and sometimes even oak elements to create one of the most sensual 
taste experiences in the world.   
 
Cabernet Sauvignon 
The most successful and popular of the top quality red wine grapes, Cabernet Sauvignon is  
internationally grown because of its reputation for excellent structure, concentration and longevity. The 
wines display fruit such as cherries, black currants, and raspberries with flavours of mint, cedar, bell 
pepper and tobacco. 
 
Cabernet Franc           
Cabernet Franc is lighter than Cabernet Sauvignon, contributing finesse and peppery perfume to 
blends with more robust grapes. Depending on growing region and style wine, additional aromas 
can include tobacco, raspberry, cassis and sometimes even violets. It is also, along with Sauvignon 
Blanc, the parent variety of Cabernet Sauvignon. 
 
Petit Verdot 
Petit Verdot probably predates Cabernet Sauvignon in Bordeaux, but its origins are unclear. There 
are records of it in the eighteenth century but its characteristics suggest an origin in much hotter 
climates than the Gironde. A variety that delivers ink black wines with immense concentration. 
 
Malbec 
Malbec is a black, mellow grape variety originally grown in France, in the Loire Valley and Cahors. 
Well known as one of the six grapes used in the blending of red Bordeaux wine, it is increasingly 
celebrated as an Argentine variental wine. It is also grown in the cooler regions of California. It has 
an extensive listing of synonyms, currently more than two hundred 
 
Shiraz 
The Shiraz grape has been grown in France since Roman times. Also know as Syrah, these tannic 
wines exhibit spice, white and black pepper, black current and plum characteristics. 
 
Pinot Noir 
Pinot Noir, otherwise known as the “heartbreak grape” is difficult to grow. The grapes are thin 
skinned, temperamental and sensitive to climate. The wines can exhibit an extensive range of 
flavours and styles, from sweet berry fruit to earthy and dry.
